SAPGUI 7.30 Installation and Upgrade
If the operating system is Windows Vista or Windows 7 you must disable User Account Protection (Vista)/User Account Control (Windows7) prior to installing or upgrading SAP GUI. Windows XP does not use UAP/UAC

To disable UAP in VISTA: 
1. Sign on with user that has local admin rights
2. Launch MSCONFIG from the Run menu. 
3. Click on the Tools tab. 
4. Scroll down till you find "Disable UAP". 
5. Click on that line. 
6. Press the Launch button. 
7. A CMD window will open. When the command is done, you can close the window. 
8. Close MSCONFIG. 
9. You need to reboot the computer for changes to apply. 
To disable UAC in WINDOWS 7/8: 
1. Sign on with user that has local admin rights
2. Launch MSCONFIG from the Run menu. 
3. Click on the Tools tab. 
4. Scroll down till you find "Change UAC Settings". 
5. Click on that line. 
6. Press the Launch button. 
7. Move the slider to the Never notify position.
8. Click on OK 
9. Close MSCONFIG. 
10. [bookmark: _GoBack]You need to reboot the computer for changes to apply. 

INSTALLATION (New install or upgrade)
1. Sign on with user that has local admin rights
2. Ensure the SAPLOGON.INI file is located under C:\Windows
a. If this is a new computer, copy the SAPLOGON.INI file from an existing computer running SAP GUI to C:\Windows
3. Extract all files from the download package
4. Double-click the file SAPGUI730Installer.cmd from the extracted folder
5. You may be prompted to ensure UAC is disabled
a. If you haven’t disabled UAP/UAC, respond No and do it now.
6. Wait for install to complete… 
7. You may be asked to Press any key to continue 
8. Enable UAC if previously disabled and desired 
9. To run SAP GUI, click on Start >> All Programs >> SAP Frontend >> SAP Logon Pad
